Outcome-based education (OBE) is an educational theory that bases each part of an 

educational system around outcomes. In the meeting following points were discussed to 

finalize process of attainment of program outcomes and course outcomes evaluated by 

SKNSSBM.  

Process of Attainment of programme Outcomes and Course Outcomes are Evaluated By 

SKNSSBM are as follows: 

1. Each Specialization team shall define problem statement and course outcome with 

Bloom’s taxonomy.  

2. Develop the assessment rubrics to attain course outcomes (COs) & Programme 

outcomes (POs).  

3. The problem statement gets reflected in the CO-PO mapping and accordingly the 

weightages are assigned. It also helps the teacher to decide the rubrics and sub-rubrics 

for their subjects.  

4. After this process specialization team analyze the attainment of COs and POs through 

structured attainment level, monitoring and measurement mechanism.  

5. For the outcomes that have attained the desired level of attainments will continue after 

testing and    reinforce existing rubrics.CO-PO matrix is framed by counting number of 

sub-rubrics for each CO-PO.  

6. This analysis will help to find gaps (if any) and also help the subject teachers to know 

the effectiveness of their deliverables.  

7. Attainment will be monitored using direct assessment and indirect assessment.  

8. For continuous improvement, Define-Measure-Analyze-Improve-Reinforce (DMAIR) 

cycle is followed for effective accomplishment of Outcome Based Education in 

SKNSSBM.  
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
